More than 14,000 Oregonians
in 29 of the state's 36 counties
have no way of knowing
whether their drinking water
is safe to use, according to
information released (this
summer by the Environmen-
tal Protection Agency. A total
of 76 of the 8% community
drinking waler systems
throughout the state have
failed to establish that the
water they provide meets
national standards for bac-
terta and turbidity.

Those 76 systems are leav-
ing their 14,000 customers in
the dark," declared Donald C
Gipe, coordinator of EPA's
gafe drinking waler program
in Oregon. “Whether it's a
case of the water suppliers not
testing the waler, or testing
the water but not reporting the
results, it adds up to the same
thing: their customers have
no assurances the water they
drink is free of contaminants
that ecan endanger their
health."

The city of Heppner tests its

water lwice a month and
results are mailed to the
Environmental Protection

Agency. According to Gipe,
the cities of Lexington, lone
and Irrigon just began re-
cently to send in samples o
the EPA so residents in those
areas can now be assured the
waler is sale to drink.

Gipe said EPA's concern is
prompted by data developed

Oregon that Oregon has four
limes as many waterborne
disease outbreaks as the
national average. “‘We don't
wanl to see any repeals of the
Crater Lake episode of 1975
or the Neskowin incident of
1978'" Gipe added, in re-
ferences to the outbreaks of
gastrointestinal upsets that
made hundreds of people ill
because of impure drinking
water, “Contaminated water
can make people sick, but
without taking samples and
analyzing them, it's impossi-
ble to tell whether there are
impurities in the water or if
turbidity is interfering with
disinfection. People are enti-
tled to know what's in the
waler they drink."

Failure of a public water
system to test for bacteria and
turbidity at prescribed inter-
vals, and to report the results
on schedule, is a violation of
the Safe Drinking Water Act of

1974. Under that law, all
communily walter systems
must report the resulls of

bacteria tests. For systems
that take their water from
surface waler sources, there
is the additional requirement
that tests for turbidity be
reported as well. Noncompli-
ance with these requirements
makes [he water supplier
liable for both Federal en-
forcement action and indivi-
dual citizen suits.

Petition drive to ban traps

A petition drive is being
launched to ban snare ‘and
leghold traps in Oregon. The
effort is being organized by
Oregonians Against Trapping.

The petition, if enacted by
the voters of Oregon in
November of 1980, would ban
the sale and use of leghold
traps immediately, with the
exception of predator control
trapping. The petition pro-
vides for a five-year phase oul
of predator trapping. Also

included is a provision for the
temporary suspension of the
ban by the State Health
Division if human health and
safety is endangered, such as
in the case of a rabies
outbreak. Mouse, rat, gopher,
and live “box" traps are
exempled from the act,

During the 1978-79 trapping
season in Oregon, more than
80,000 animals were reported
trapped in the state.
