succeed. They are all child-

ren, birth to 21 years of age,
who cannot succeed in school

because of a physical, mental,
emotional or learning problem
which is interfering with their
education. School districts
around the state are extrem-

ely concerned about these
children, but they can do,
nothing to help them until they
are found.

Child Find, a State Depart-
ment of Education project, is

helping school districts find

these children. "Parents with

handicapped children often
don't know where to turn for

help." said Mary Anne Stow-el- l.
