booklet this year They will
not be set for state regulated
walers until April, after regul
ations have been se! for the
ocean zone bevond three
miles. Regulations from three
to 200 miles offshore are
adopted by the U1 Secrelary
of Commerce after recom
mendation by the Pacific
Fisherv Management Council
States set rules for the waters
off their coastlines within
three miles

Anglers are urged by the
Fish and Wildlife Department
to pick up a copy of the free
booklet for a quick review
before fishing in 1981  While
most regulations remain Lhe
same, Llhere have been a
number of changes affecting
local waters

Many anglers keep a copy of
the regulations book in tackle
box or fishing vest. A small
tip-lock type plastic bag will
help insure the booklet re-
mains usuable in spite of lhe
soakings sometimes inherent
in fishing
