The Oregon Museum of
Science and Industry in Port-
land reported that the red
glow was a phenomenon
known as the Northern Lights

The Northern Lighls, also

called the aurara borealis. are
usually viewed from areas
near the North Pole and can
be visible in a varielv of
colors. The phenomenon is
believed to resull from col
lisions of charged particles
from the sun with the earth’s
magnetic field

The lights were reportedly
seen by most of the country
including Oregon and Wash.
