2. Cakes must be exhibited Bnd judged at Morrow County Fair.
3. Cuke-bakin- g contestants must be any person over the age of 18, exclud-

ing professional bakers
4 Each contestant must use the same "Wheathearts Red Devils Food" and

"Wheathearts Chocolate Frosting" recipe from the Oregon Wheathearts as shown in

the fair book. Check your county premium book for time your entry should be in place.
5. CAKE BAKING CONTESTANTS MAY BE HELD ONLY IN OREGON

COUNTIES THAT ARE AFFILIATED WITH THE OREGON WHEAT GROWERS
LEAGUE. At present these counties are: Baker, Gilliam, Jefferson, Morrow,
Sherman, Umatilla, Union, Wallowa, Wasco, and Valley.

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Vi cup butter or margarine
2 eggs
2 oz unsweetened melted chocolate
