Garden Patch

When the weather turns cold [ usually find it hard to get
outside and do any yard work. I'm betting that I'm nol the
only timid one when il comes to nasty weather, so this month
i thought 1 would write about something that can be done
indoors. How about starting some new plants with cultings
from plants vou have in your home?

There are many ways of going aboul propagaling new
plants from vour old house plants. The most familiar way is
to take short cuttings and place them in a glass of water until
roots develop. This method has usually worked well for me
However. most gardening manuals state that roots de-
veloped in water are brittle and more difficult to transplant
than roots produced in a moist soil mix. If vou would like to
try rooting cuttings in a pofting mix, this is & good method.
Puta small clay pol inside another, larger pol so that there is
about an inch between the pots. Fill this inch of space with
damp soil and place cuttings in the soil. Fill the small inner
pot with water The water will seep out of the pot and keep the
sotl around the cuttings evenly moist.-

Some common house plants can be rooted from leal
cuttings. Streptocarpus or “Cape Primrose” and Begonia
aretwoof these Take a leaf and make several cuts along the
mid-rib. Tack the leaves down firmly in a pot so that the cut
ribs are in contact with meist soil. Tiny new plants will grow
from each cut in the leafl

African Violets and Sansevieria can be rooted by placing a
leaf upright in 2 pot of soil. For African Violets, cul a leaf
with one-gquarter o two inches of stalk remaining. Place the
stalk in the soil and support the leal with toothpicks. A new

plant will sprout from the stalk. For Sansevieria, cut a piece
of the leaf aboul three inches long and bury an end about an
inch or so in potting soil. Again, the new plant will emerge
{from the base of the old leaf

With any of these leaf cutting methods, it would be a good
idea 1o use a loose plastic bag to make a mini green house
over the rooting pots. This will prevent the leaves from
drying out before roots can form. Be sure that the plastic
doesn’t touch the planis or they may rol. Make sure thal
Lhere is some air circulation inlo the plastic cover either by
leaving the botlom open or by poking small holes in the top of
the plastic bag Check the soil in the rooting pots often to
make sure that it doesn’t dry out

Layering is another way to rool new plants. With this
method, it is possible to start larger stems than with the other
methods To layer a plant the stem at the poin! where roots
are desired is nolched or girdled and wrapped with a moist
rooting medium. This can be either sphagnum moss or
potting soil. Hold a small amount of the rooting medium
around the nolched stem of the plant to be layered. Cover the
with plastic and loop string around It to lie it
'o the plant stern. Keep the soil or moss damp and
develop at the wound in the plant stem. When you
can see that a good root system has developed, cut the plant
below the layer and re-pot. This method would be especially
good on a plant such as a Dieffenbachia that has a long cane
but has lost most of its lower |eaves

[ hope this has given you some ideas so that you can pul
your green thumb to work inside during these cold winter
months. If you have quick rooting plants, you may even be
able lo gel some starts potted up in time for Christmas gift
giving
