The flilm, shot behind the
walls of New York's Altica
prison, is hosted by Art Link
letter. 1t tells the story of the
work International Prison
Ministries is accomplishing,
what more guards, higher
prison walls and greater fin-
ancial expenditures have fail-
ed to dokeep released In-
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Telling their stories in the
#-minute film are George
Meyer, Al Capone's favorite
driver; Floyd Hamilton, (Pub-
lic Enemy No. 1) the last of the
Bonnie and Clyde gang; Jerry
Graham, the “‘robber king"' of
California; and Ted Jefferson,
convicted of crimes from
drugs and robbery to murder,

Also featured is “‘Chaplain
Ray,” whose Dallas-based In-
ternational Prison Ministry
has changed the lives of thous-
ands of inmates over the past

18 years
