This trrmponsibtlity is going to 
sentence all of us to a debtors (insiti 
which may soon be- inescapable a 
prison composed of high interest 
rates, inflation, unemployment and 
sluggish investment A sta rt toward 
solving this horrible problem is the 
legislation pending in Congress,''
