How \ r r  \ irus Intrctions and t.erni  Inlrclions Different?

We wonder atxiut this each winter when we might feel exactly the same 
with each one

Bacteria are visible with an ordinary microscop«', even though they 
measure only atxiut I 25t»xi inch To see v iruses one has to use an electron 
microscooe much greater magnification 

Probably there is some difference in how they invade our tissues, and it is 
possible for any organ to be involved except hair, nails, and enamel Beside 
that, "toxic symptoms can add to our miseries e g achy muscles, when 
the actual infection is els«-where as in the throat The toxins are prtxluced 
as by prixiucts by both germs and viruses With this combination, then, 
we feel different from normal in various ways, "I feel like I have the flu 
describes many different infections Blood poisoning from pus in a toe can 
make the txxlv feed like it d«x*s during a viral sinusitis, for example 

( ‘radical bating in everyday ' flu shows that the white blood cells 
decrease and culturing body fluids or mucus does not uncover any 
important bacteria The practical part of treatment is that antibiotics have 
no effect against viru»«-s that s why penicillin does not help a "r«-al (viral) 
flu, even though it improves a germ infection that feels like it s a flu 

We do have some antivirus methanes, and there'll be more in a few years 
It does distress us to giv«* an antibiotic 1 mistakenly 1 for a virus disease, find 
it doesn t help but <1<>«'s produce a had reaction of some sort This is a good 
example of when intelligent neglect would have been better
