November B of last year, the state 

leased the property to the Port of 
Morrow for 55 years at $3.400 per

year with an option to purchase
Although the airstrip is now open its 
use has not been approved by the 
Federal Xviation Administration or 
the state Aeronautics Division Port 
officials are confident it will tie 
approved The Port has changed Its 
insurance coverage on the strip 
from "passive” to "active" staus

Mid Willamette and South interior 
valleys and the South Oregon Coast

Each week the Lottery will pick a 
Spin Pal entry to couple with each of 
the 10 Jackpot Prize contestants \s 
the contestants spin Ihe w heel on Ihe 
Lottery'» Jackpot show, the Spin Pal 
will receive a cash prue based on 
the Jackpot contestant's winning 
slot

Smith cautioned those entering 
their five non w inning tickets for the 
Spin Pal drawings lo use only the 
special blue "official" evelopes 
obtainable at authorized lottery 
retail outlets "Any of these tickets 
received at lottery Headquarters in 
other than Ihe official envelope* will 
simply he discarded Smith said

"All Spin Pal entries must he 
received at Lottery Headquarters in 
Salem by the Wednesday prior to 
Saturday s spin to he eligible for that 
week's drawing," Smith added All 
entries not selected will be de 
stroyed However, player* may 
enter as often as they like.” he said
