The fa ll webwonn is out ami 
about these days They are sim ilar 
to tent caterpillars in that they build 
tent like webbing on tree branches 
ami Iced on foliage inside the lent 
Thev can sevcrly iniure or k ill small 
trees and smaller branches

The fall wehworm is a pale yellow 
to brown caterpillar w ith a vellow 
stripe along each side and a dusky 
stnpe along the back They are about 
an inch long when fully grown

The webbing can be cut out ami 
burned, or the caterpillars can he 
c o n tro lle d  w ith  insectic ides 
D ia/inon. Sevin. and H I lHacillus 
thuringiensis)

Spray as soon as the tents appear 
ami use sufficient force to penetrate 
the webbing

O nions mav be maturing in Mor 
row County soon, and successful 
storage is mi accident Onions that 
w ill go into storage are mature and 
ready to go into storage when their 
lops have fallen over Pull the 
onions, shake the dirt o ff, ami lay 
them in the garden for a week to dry 
out

The onions are ready for storage 
when the neck has withered ami the 
outer skin is dry and shiny I f  you

store them loo soon, they w ill get 
moldy

everbearing varieties ((Juinault, 
T illikum .

Apply a com plete le r t i l i / e r  
(5 10 lO or b 20 20i at one half cup 
per ten leet of row In general, one 
application per year is adequate lo r 
strawberries I \cessive foliage 
growth and poor tru it production 
results from spring applications o f 
fertilizer

Keep .the onions in a dry place bet 
ween 55° and 50°F They should be 
kept in mesh bags, or slatted crates 
Paper bags or cardboard boxes won't 
work

I f  roots appear, the conditions are 
too moist I f  the tops sprout, it is too 
warm In either case, the onions w ill 
deteriorate i f  they are not moved

In proper storage, onions w ill keep 
all winter

June bearing strawberries (Mar 
shall. Northwest. Hood. Shuksan. 
Rameri bear fru it only in late spring 
or early summer When they have 
yielded their last berry, it's  time to 
clean up the strawberry beds
