If Boeing Corp permanently 

i-loaea a road which provide« anreea 
to Portland O neral Kiev tree Coal 
lire plant near Boardman. II wilt 
pave another acceaa road, u p  John 
Bristow Morrow County Rlaiuung 
( om m isatan chairman 

According to Brutow. Hoeing 
wants to cloae the eiistii^ road 
during the mghtimeonjy (or a period 
of sis months (hiring that time a 
temporary road wtU provide acceaa 
to the plant After the six month 
time period, Boeing will make a de 
cision as to whether to close the road 
permanently If the road ta closed, 
Hoeing has said It will pave a road to 
provide access, said Bnstow

Jack Slrege, P tiE  » coal fire pUnt 
administrative supervisor says that 
closure of Tower Road will affect 
two work ahtfU at the plant,  
(approximately IS to B  people. > and 
"anybody coming into the plant " 
slrege said that Boeing has made re 
pairs to the temporary acceaa road 
which la both gravel and paved, but 
the route is about three milee longer 
than the Timer Road acceaa to the 
plant

In a recent meeting in Seattle with 
Jim  C im v riu  vice president of 
Boeing A gricultural Industrial 
Company iBAlCi and Earl Bowden, 
president of BAIC and director of 
facilities for Hoeing. Bristow and 
Morrow County Judge 1-ociix Carlson 
learned that Boeing is proposing 
closure of the road because of sensi 
live testing in the area According to 
Bristow Boeing wanU to minimiie 
signal interference to antennas The 
road would be closed from 5 JO p m 
to 6 JO a m . the time during which 
the testing would be conducted 

Bristow said that "there was some 
talk of using counters to determine 
the number of cars using Tower 
Road, but he said, "it is in the condi 
tional line permit that if they 
(Boeing> did close the road, they 
would have to build another of com 
parable quality "  According to 
Morrow County Planner Deane 
Seegrr until the road is closed and 
no other acceaa of comparable 
quality provided, there is no viola 
don of Boeing s conditional use 
permit
