5. No band aids or bandages allowed in pool area
6 No talking unnecessarily to lifeguard while on duty
7 No playing on or around ladders and lifeguard chairs
8 No running on pool deck
9 No rough housing or undue disturbances that w ill endanger other

10 No dangerous toys, footballs, fri/bces, or small balls allowed during 

swimming hours.
11 D iving rules
No back dives or any kind o ff the pttol edge
No flips o f any kind from  the side o f the pool
