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Survey says gas prices up

Gasoline prices rose a hefty seven
cents per gallon since the Fourth of
July, according to the Automobile
Club of Oregon Labor Day Fuel
Gauge survey.

Over the Labor Day weckend,
full-service cash customers will pay
an average of $1 per gallon for
regular gasoline, $1.05 per gallon
for unleaded and $1.17 per gallon
for super leaded

Average prices at the mini-service
pumps will be 90 cents per gallon for
regular gasoline, 96 cents per gallon
for unleaded and $1.07 per gallon
for super unleaded

Credit card customers will pay an
average of six cents per gallon more
Most stations surveyed (B5%) will
be open during the Labor Day holi-
day. However, only a small number-

20% --will be open 24 hours a day
through the holiday pernod
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The Labor Day price increase
marks the first ime the average price
has exceeded a dollar a gallon in
Oregon since the Fourth of July
1986, according to the Automobile
Club.
