As one who was deeply involved
in the process this past year | certain-
ly realize the sensitive nature of the
subject of health care in Morrow-
County, yet | feel it 1s ime again 1o
face some hard realities. Possibly if
we all take a reasonable look at the
tuture we will be able 10 avoud the
bitterness that so ofien charactenz-
ed last year's discussions,

It will soon be time for the Coun-
ty Medical Board to prepare budgets
for the 198K-89 liscal year. We will
be asked 1o vite on the medical ser
vices levy in the spring. Unless sonk
very hard choices are made soon o
change the present vourse it s o

hard to predict what s going to be

asked of us

Even with the lease of the North
Morrow Medical Center 1o St An
thony Hosptial (which if it works,
should effectively eliminate this en
tity from the tax roles). the promis
ed upgrading of North-end services
must continue. This will include a
quick response vehicle and building
for Irrigon, lease payments on an
ambulance and building in Board-
man, as well as the general opera-
tions subsidies neded for both com-
munities. The tax dollars needed for
these items should be substantially

less than the $175,000. 00 approved
for the North-end this past year. For
the sake of this discussion let's
estimate the cost at $125,000.00
This brings us to the projected
needs in South-end medical care. At
the meeting of the Medical Board on
November 2nd it was revealed that
Pioneer Memorial Hospital is
operating at a loss of about
$10,000 00 per month even after the
224 000 .00 (these figures are
rounded off) tax subsidy is figured
in. If revenues and expenses con-
tinue at the present level the Hospital
will see a $120,000.00 loss this fiscal
year. At the same time efforts to
recruit a permanent doctor for Hepp-
ner continue, although nothing was
said in the public portion of the
meeting about the progress in these
efforts or how a new doctor would
be compensated
One explanation for the Hospital's
shortfall was brought out at the
Medical Board meeting. The
previous Hospital Board submitted a
budget predicting a doubling of the

crease in revenues. Since the patient
load has remained steady so far this
year the extra revenues have not
been realized. Board members
reasoned that the loss of two doctors
this past summer explains why the
patient load has not increased. Yet,
in the previous year, with both doc-
tors in full-time practice, the patient
load stayed at 1.5 per day. An A P

article in The Orcgonian on
November 4th secems 10 provide a
hetter explanation. It said that health
planncrs say that “‘a hospital now
ncods about one bed for every 1000
residents in the region served. " I
thas i» true we should not expect
Poncer Hospital to ever exceed an
average of about 2 patients per day

- What does all this mean for the
levy request next spring”? It means
that unless a major effort is made
soon 10 reduce or eliminate the
hospital's expenses we can expect a
subsidy request nearly double of last
year's, about $440 000 .00. And this
still does not allow money 1o sub-
sidize a doctors practice or 10 pro-
vide any direct emergency services
1o lone or Lexington. Combined
with our North-end estimate we may

face a levy request near
$565,000.00, a 41 % increase in one
year.

As hard as it is 10 accept, It seems
that the hospital is & luxury we can-
not afford. In fact, the maintenance
of the hospital may be a hindrance
to meeting the genuine medical
needs in South County. The cost of
providing and staffing a well equip-
ped medical center, a quality am-
bulance service (Heppner's vehicles
will need replacing in the not-so-
distant future), and, hopefully, a
quality nursing home may
reasonably be within our means if
we are not also asked to support the

If changes are not made, and my
HONS COME true, we can expect
another bitter North-South battle in
the months to come. | call on the
people of Morrow County to careful-
ly consider the situation and let the
Medical Board and the County Count
know how you want them (o repre-
sent you. Maybe we will be able 1o
attain peace before the new war
begins
