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Recom m endations made for home canning

The Extension Office and SCS 
hosted about 20 SCS, ASCS. and 
Extension specialists from Oregon 
recently The purpose was to look at 
Conservation Reserve Program 
fields and discuss them

We looked at about ten different 
fields in the county, each one with 
a different problem We looked at 
good stands of grass and bad ones

The group spent all day in Mor 
mw County, and then visited Gilliam 
and Sherman Counties the next day 
We could have spent a week here if 
we had had the time Here are some 
of the conclusions we reached

1) There is no good general rule 
for establishing grass stands For 
every rule developed there is an 
exception

2) Use of high quality seed from 
a known and respected source helped 
to avoid unwanted weeds It was bet 
ter to use certified seed if available

3) We found that grass establish 
cd better if seeded into a fallow field 
instead of into stubble The addi 
tional moisture was very helpful, 
especially during last year's extend 
cd drought

4) Competition from certain weeds 
was an important factor in stand 
establishm ent C heatgrass.
goatgrass. bulbous blucgrass. 
knotweed and bind weed were the

wont They would prevent the new­
ly planted seedlings from surviving 
Other weeds would weaken the
stand Good weed control paid off. 
and the ASCS cost shares for weed 
control the first year as an aid to 
establishment.

3) The time of seeding was depen­
dent upon weather conditions 
Generally, seeding in the dormant 
season or early spring into moisture 
worked the best

There was a lot of discussion 
about types of dnllt and kinds of 
grass to seed, but none of it 
conclusive.

This is the second year this group 
has toured the CRP Wc art ten­
tatively planning another next year

Several tnals are in the planning 
stage for CRP The questions we still 
have on these fields deal with best 
management practices rather than 
with stand establishment Future 
tours will look at this

Eire, for example can he a big pro­
blem on the large CRP area in the 
county A wildfire might bum un 
checked for many thousand of acres, 
taking some wheat fields with it

Fire can also he a tool to control 
an unwanted fire, and to keep a CRP 
stand healthy

Rush skeletonweed is potentially 
a serious problem in Morrow Coun­
ty It is a deep rooted perennial 
capable of invading range and crop
land
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The weed district has spent a lot 
of time and money finding the weed 
here and controlling it. It u  impor 
tant to catch it early because large 
mfextalions are hard to control

Some good news about 
skeletonweed is that there have been 
several biological control agents 
released and one looks particularly 
good it is a gall mite that attacks on­
ly this plant

The gall mite attacks leaves and 
flower buds and can reduce seed 
production by as much as 100% 
Mature plants attacked by this mite 
are weakened and don't compete as 
well

A recent lab experiment conducted 
in Washington state by WSU found 
that plant height was reduced up to 
611%. dry weight was reduced up to 
73%, root weight reduced up to 
85%, seed production 99%. and 
regenerative capacity reduced up to 
37 V

Kevin Spollen of WSU states 
"based on these results, seedlings in 
the field will likely have reduced 
tolerance to both drought and to 
com petition from neighboring 
plants " He feels that " the per 
sistence and reproductive potential of 
seedling rush skeletonweed in 
eastern Washington will certainly he 
reduced, if « a  completely stopped '

This doesn't mean that wc should 
he less vigilant on this weed But it 
does reduce the potential harm it can 
cause And that is good news

" I f  you're planning to can 
vegetables this year, be sure you 
follow the new home canning

recommendations, says foods and 
nutrition experts

The OSU Extension Service has 
revised "Canning Vegetables" 
PNW 172. to include new U S  
Department of Agriculture recom- 
mendatMms being implemented this 
year There is no charge for a single 
copy of the bulletin 

Among the changes are different 
processing recommendations for 
weighted and dial gauge canners as 
well as recommendations about the 
kind of >ars and lids which should be 
used

Pressure saucepans arc no longer 
recommended for borne canning 

A few processing times have 
changed, including the tune for 
white potabics which should be peel­
ed before canning

All low acid foods, such as green 
beans and other vegetables, must he 
canned under pressure in order to 
assure a safe product, adds Carolyn 
Raab OSl I strnsion foods and 
nutrition specialist This means that 
home canners need to make sure 
their pressure canners are in good 
working order and that dial gauges 
are accurate

Etwid preservers in Morrow Coun­
ty can have their dial gauges check 
ed at the Extension office. Hcppncr 
at the Pettyjohn Building Dial 
gauges should he checked each year 

Pressure must he inc reased to pro­
cess salely at high altitudes The new 
bulletin includes revised altitude 
corrections

In addition to the "Canning 
Vegetables" bulletin, the Extension 
office also has up-to-date recommen 
dations for other food preservation 
procedures

Because of the changes this year, 
Raab encourages food preservers to 
discard old home canning reference 
m aterials When buying 
commercially-prepared hooks, look 
lor 1488 dates or other indications 
that the publications include the new 
recommendations

There are major revisions in 
recommendations for home food 
canning this year. Raab stresses The 
recommendations were made by the 
U S Department of Agriculture 
upon completion of a special 
research project conducted by Penn 
sylvania State Univenaity 

To help home food preservers 
become acquainted with the changes. 
the OSU Extension Service is offer 
ing a new publication. "Canning 
Fruits. PNW 199." at no charge

In it home canners will find new 
processing times for such products 
ls apples, applesauce, cherries and 
berries Recipes feature syrups with 
less sugar, good news for those con­
cerned ahout the amount of sugar in 
their diets, she adds 

There are also some changes in 
recommendations for making jams 
and jellies For instance, paraffin is 
no longer recommended as a sealer 
because of the possibility of toxic 
mold growth on the surface 

Other canning changes include 
recommending the use of only 
standard-size jars which will use 
two-piece lids Jars with wire hails 
and class caps, or those using one 
piece porcelain-lined caps, are no 
longer recommended 

Because of the changes, con­
sumers are urged to discard all 
previous home canning reference 
materials, adds the specialist Those 
purchasing commercial canning 
hooks should look for 1988 dates or 
words that say the book include the 
new recommendations
