W teaspoon liquid hand 
dishwashing detergent, and I tables 
pottn white vinegar Apply the wilu 
tH*n with a clean, white cltHh Allow 
time for the stain to break down 
(about 15 minutesi Rinse with 
water Repeat as long as stain is he 
mg removed

If the stain docs n«R disappear, ad 
ditional steps may be needed. adds 
Ardis Koestcr. OSU Extension tex­
tiles and clothing specialist

Test rubbing alcohol (istipropyl) 
on a hidden area If the ct»k>r doesn t 
change, apply rubbing alcohol with 
a clean white cloth l-aunder with 
detergent that does not contain soap 
Check the ingredient list of the 
detergent to be sure H does not ci>n- 
tain soap

It the stain is still present, soak in 
I quart of warm water and I tables 
poon en/ym e product for 30 
minutes Rinse thoroughly launder
again

Old stains may need bleaching 
with chlorine bleach to completely 
remove the stain Test for color- 
fastness in a hidden area by apply­
ing a drop of a mixture of I part 
bleach and 5 pans water If there is 
no color change, follow instructions 
on bleach container abiding diluted 
bleach to the laundry 4 to 6 minutes 
after the wash cycle begins
