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Free Trees

The District held another suc-
cessful tree give-away this year.
In May, approximately 5,500
ponderosa pine, Douglas-fir,
Englemann spruce and larch
seedlings were distributed to
county residents. The trees pro-
vide shade, windbreaks and
wildlife habitat, as well as mini-
mize soil erosion. Morrow
SWCD organizes the dispersal
of these excess trees each year
in cooperation with the USFS.
They are given away on a first-
come, first-serve basis. If you
are interested in receiving trees
in the future, contact the
SWCD office, or watch the
county newspapers for infor-
mation.

Weed District
office moves

On July 1, 1995, the Morrow
County Weed Control District
moved its base of operations to
the Morrow County Public
Works building in Lexington.
This move was made to facili-
tate a change in the responsi-
bilities of the weed control
supervisor, Dave Pranger.

In addition to noxious weed
control and enforcement, Pran-
ger will also be in charge of the
county roadside spray program
that had been contracted out in
the past. Other smaller inter-
governmental spray contracts
previously held by the weed
control district to help supple-
ment its budget will be con-
tracted elsewhere so that Pran-
ger may focus on county roads
and noxious weed concerns.

The Morrow SWCD Board
continues to serve as the Weed
Advisory Board.

FSA cost-shares paid out

Morrow County FSA paid out a total of $84,265 in cost-shares
for various conservation and forestry practices during fiscal year
1995. Budget cuts and a state-mandated cost-share level of 50
percent, instead of 75 percent, has cut into the activity somewhat.
However, the Morrow County FSA Committee is still targeting
needed projects.
