Liz Gustafson, 14, who stayed 
with the John and Diane 
Kilkenny family, says she likes 
the quietness of being out on the
ranch. "It's really pretty here. I 
like the cows and the horses. I 
especially liked horseback 
riding."

Liz, who lives in Gresham with 
her parents Shelley and Rhodes, 
two sisters, 17 and 18, and a 
brother, 15, says that one of the 
drawbacks of living in the 
country is that "you have to go so 
far to get the necessities." "The 
clothes the kids wear here are not

the same," adds Liz. "I like more 
""preppy"" clothes." But, she 
added, "Kids are a lot more 
judgmental (at Centennial)." A 
big difference between the 
schools, she said, is that 
Centennial has as many people as 
the whole town of Heppner.

C.J. Butenschoen, 13, of 
Portland says that he likes the 
scenery in the Heppner area. 
"Just the atmosphere is nice," 
said C.J. "It's nice and quiet. It's 
fun being away. You learn a lot 
of different stuff. I like how it's 
little. Everybody in town knows 
each other."

C.J., who stayed with the Mary 
and Kelwayne Haguewood 
family says that besides his 
friends, he misses going to 
movies. While in Heppner he 
went four-wheeling for the First 
time, which he really liked.
