Matlack announces
candidacy for Sheriff

Kenneth Matlack has
announced that he is running
for the position of Morrow
County Sheniff.

Retired from the

Oregon State Police in 1999
after 25 years of service, his
last duty assignment was as the
outpost commander in
Arlington. He also has served
an assistant station
commander in The Dalles and
a sergeant in the Patrol and
Detective divisions. He was a
trooper and detective in
Morrow/Umatilla County for
12 years.
Matlack attended grade
school in Irrigon and Umatilla
and met by wife Donna in first
grade at AC Houghton School
in Irrigon. He graduated from
Umautlla High School in 1967.
He attended Blue Mountain
Community College for two
years then graduated from the
Eastern Oregon University in
1971 with a degree in
secondary education. He was
a social science teacher and
head coach at Powder Valley
High School in North Powder
for two years before being
recruited in 1973 by the
Oregon State Police and was
SWOrn in as a recruit trooper
in March 1974.

Matlack believes ina
concept called Rural Policing
and wants to bring that idea to
Morrow County. “Rural
Policing is more than being a
law enforcement officer. It
means being a problem solver.
You cannot solve problems
unless you know the people
you serve. Rural Policing is
about getting to know people
and their communities,” he
explained.

“A Rural Police
Officer provides a service that
1s more than writing tickets or
making arrests. It’s about
working with people and their
concerns and problems.
When a rural police officer is
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assigned a case or is asked a
question about the law or a
local problem, he doesn’t say
[ don’t handle that or that isn’t
my job. He researches the
problem and provides the
answer. If he doesn’t know
4he answer, he provides the
names and phone numbers of
the people that can answer the
questions or answer the
concerns. The Rural Police
Officer handles the assignment
until his neighbor has the
solution or gets the information
to address his concern.
Sometimes it may take several
contacts or follow ups to
resolve the issue and complete
the assignment,” Matlack
further explained.

Matlack believes rural
policing is about helping
people. “It’s not about a job.
It’s about who you are. It’s
what you do. It’s going the
extra mile. The Rural Police
Officer wears many hats and
works with many people. He's
a social worker, he's a
counselor, he’s amentor; he is
many things to many people.”

If elected, Matlack
says you can expect to see the
Sheriff and Undersheriff
engaged in Rural Policing; they
will be problem solvers. They
will lead by example. They
will both actively work in the
field with other members of the
Sheriff’s Office. “You solve
problems by knowing people
and getting involved in their
lives. You give of yourself for
the betterment of others, That
is what Rural Policing is all
about. It’s more than writing
tickets and arresting people,”
Matlack emphasized.

The Bureau of Land
Management (BLM) is
seeking applicants for 17
positions on Resource
Advisory Councils (RACs) in
Washington and Oregon.

commercial recreation and/or
Off-Highway Vehicle (OHV),
dispersed recreation, national
or regional environmental
groups, conservation and/or
wildlife interests, local elected
official, Indian tribes,
commercial imber, grazing
permittee, academician,
historic and cultural interests,
and wild horse and burro.

Individuals may
nominate themselves or others,
and current members whose
terms will expire in September
may be renominated.
Candidates must reside in the
state where the council has
Jurisdiction.
