plaque came to her after 
attend ing  last y e a r’s 
Veteran’s Day celebration 

Alderman had two 
brothers who served during 
World War II, both in the 
Navy. M arshall Lovgren 
served in the South Pacific, 
as did Tim Lovgren, who 
fought on Corrigidor during 
the re-occupation landing by 
the American forces. Gladys’ 
late husband, A rchie 
Alderman, had four brothers 
who served in the Navy. One 
brother was killed in fighting

campaign All these solders 
are now deceased Alderman 
is proud to point out that her 
only g randdaugh ter is 
married to a fellow in the 
Navy, currently stationed at 
Corpus Christi, TX.

Alderman wanted to 
leave something of a lasting 
memory for these and all the 
American solders who gave

so much for the continued 
freedom and liberties that 
today’s generations take for 
granted She wanted to 
remind people o f  the 
contributions her generation 
honorably and freely gave to 
their Country The memorial 
plaque will be on permanent 
display in the Heppner Mini- 
Park

Jefferies was one of 
several children born to 
Edward and Becky Jefferies 
in Nebraska He remembers 
those early days, even as a 
young child, when the family 
would travel to nearby North 
Loop and trade cream and 
eggs for other commodities.

The family moved to 
Payette, ID, when Jefferies 
was about seven years old. 
He remembers not having to 
take school work home 
because he was able to stay 
ahead Arithmetic was his 
forte He moved on to 
several types of jobs, but a 
long-lasting and pleasurable 
one was his glass-cutting 
work that took him to 
several states His largest 
one assignment was a job on 
the Kona Coast, HI

Jefferies’ work was 
set aside during the war, 
when he enlisted into the 
Navy. He was assigned 
fueling duties for the USS 
Traw and believes that his 
life was spared on the 
morning of the Pearl Harbor 
attack because that ship was 
at sea instead of anchored.

Featured among 
some m em orabilia in 
Jefferies’ apartment are an 
extensive collection of hats 
and a selection o f horse 
statuary, reflecting his life­
long interest in riding, which 
goes back to a blind Shetland 
pony he rode as a child. 
Jefferies continues to spend 
part o f  each day on a 
m orning walk, easily 
traveling over two miles 
each day. He enjoys music 
and dancing and singing in 
particular. And he enjoys his 
four children and their 
families

Jefferies a n d 'h is  
neighbors have an 
opportunity  to work on 
another project recently 
undertaken at the Terrace. 
The residents are planning to 
fill two boxes that will be 
sent to Iraq One box will 
contain miscellaneous items 
for men and one will hold 
items for women. Nairns 
brought from the Episcopal 
Church Outreach program a 
list of items that service men 
and women need or want 
and the residents 
im m ediately chose to 
participate On the church 
bulletin board, a page full of 
sundry items is available to 
all citizens who wish to 
contribute to the soldiers.
