homesteading Blackhorse 
Canyon

Around the same 
time, 1880, Turner s great 
uncles came to Morrow 
County and started their 
homestead in Sandhollow 
Canyon, which parallels 
Blackhorse

Turner’s father, fifth 
o f  seven and his mother, 
third of 13, met and were 
married in 1926 and had him 
in 1935. He attended schools 
in Heppner and graduated 
with a degree in agriculture 
from Oregon State 
University After graduating 
from college. Tuner returned 
back to Sandhollow and 
took over the family ranch 
after the sudden death of his 
father

Jn 1958, he married 
Jean Ann Swanson of lone 
and brought her back to the 
Sandhollow farm where they 
raised four daughters, 
Cheryle Anne, Lori Marie, 
Melissa Jean and Sandra 
Lee Cheryle (Gregg) 
Rietinann, Lori (Wayne) 
Seitz and Melissa (Todd) 
Lindsay, all live in Morrow 
County with their families

and Sandra (Doug) Martin 
living in Sherman County 
Turner also has eight 
grandchildren and said that 
one more is on the way

One o f the biggest 
changes that Turner has 
made to the original family 
farm is the expansion of the 
irrigation Turner has since 
“retired” and his daughter 
Melissa and son-in-law Todd 
now run most of the farm 
operations

To connect with his 
Irish roots, Turner plans on 
traveling to Ireland in July to 
partic ipa te  in the fifth 
w orldwide reunion o f 
Dohertys Turner will be one 
o f  35 cousins for the 
Northwest and 100 total 
from the US traveling to

Heppner City Council votes to cut 
number of police contract hours

The Heppner City 
Council Monday voted to 
cut the hours o f  police 
protection provided by the 
county sheriff from 120 
hours of coverage per week 
to 100 hours The move 
could save the city up to 
$40,000 per year

The city is in the

process of renegotiating its 
police protection contract 
with Morrow County Sherift' 
Department and newly 
elected Sheriff Ken Matlack 
The contract is on a yearly 
basis and would have cost 
the city approximately 
$210,000 for 120 hours of 
police coverage per week

Instead the council opted to 
cut the number of hours to 
100 for around $ 170,000 or 
$175,000 per year, a figure 
has yet to be hammered out 
between the sheriff and the 
city

The council also 
discussed dropping the
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Heppner Principal Wade Smith hired as district 
assistant school superintendent

M orrow County 
School Superintendent Mark 
Burrows has hired Heppner 
Elementary/Junior/Senior 
High School Principal Wade 
Smith as the new district 
assistant superintendent 
Smith accepted the 
appointment, commenting 
that he was excited about the 
change and adding that he 
and Burrows share common 
goals The board approved

the appointment
unanimously at their regular 
meeting Monday night at 
Boardman Elementary 
School

B urrow s’ action, 
part of a move to create a 
cohesive administrative team 
to work toward board goals, 
will leave the HES/HJHS/ 
HHS top position vacant 
until a new principal can be 
found

Also as a part o f the 
adm inistra tive  team, 
Burrows has hired
