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Heppner city manager quits for Irrigon job
H eppner city 

manager Jerry Breazeale has 
resigned to accept the city 
manager position for the city 
of Irrigon, Breazeale told the 
H eppner G azette  last 
Thursday.

Breazeale, who has 
been city manager for over 
six years, will, as o f  this 
week, be spending three days 
(Mondays, Wednesdays and 
Thursdays) in Heppner and 
Tuesdays and Fridays on the 
job in Irrigon for the next 
couple of months. Breazeale 
recently signed a contract 
with the city that required 60 
days notice before he could 
leave, how ever Heppner 
Mayor Tim Van Cleave said 
Tuesday that Breazeale has 
vacation time coming that

will allow him to work part 
time in Irrigon

Van Cleave also said 
even though Breazeale is 
quitting in the middle o f 
Heppner’s $3 million water 
project, he didn’t anticipate 
any problems. Van Cleave 
said Ace Consultants, which 
are working on the water 
project for the city, has a full 
time pro ject m anager in 
H eppner w orking with 
Moore Construction on the 
water system upgrade. The 
consultant has an office in 
city hall keeping an eye on 
things, Van Cleave said.

School District Board Chair John Renfro 
submits resignation

John Renfro, 
current M orrow County 
School D istrict Board 
chairman, submitted a letter 
o f  resignation  to  the 
M orrow County School 
District this past week, said 
M CSD Superin tendent 
M ark Burrow s. The 
resignation came after the 
May 17 election saw Renfro 
lose to Heppner resident

Nancy Vander Does by 32 
votes, 660 to 628.

A ccording to 
Renfro, the resignation was 
due the fact that he was 
“defeated in the reelection 
bid and [he] saw no reason 
to finish out the position.” 
He said that he has enjoyed 
being on the board and that 
they have accom plished 
many good things

R en fro ’s current 
position expires June 30, 
2005. He has served on the 
board for four years (one 
term) The re-elected board 
members and Vander Does 
will begin the new positions 
July 1,2005

Due to the nearness 
o f  the term ’s expiration, 
Burrow s said that if the 
board g ran ts  R enfro’s 
resignation, the vacated 
position would remain open 
until Vander Does was 
sworn in at the July meeting
