maintenance crews began 
work Monday, Aug. 22, on 
a 22 mile-long chip seal 
project along the Heppner 
H ighw ay (OR 74). The 
project will begin two miles 
south of lone at mile point 
30 and extend north to the 
Morrow County line at mile 
point 8.44. The work is 
expected to be completed by 
Aug. 31.

The pro ject will 
result in loose gravel on the 
road and delays of up to 20

nighttime hours. Flaggers 
and pilot cars will direct 
traffic  through the 
construction  zone and 
motorists are reminded to 
slow down and drive with 
extra caution.

“ B ecause of the 
loose gravel on the roadway, 
traffic control will continue 
into the night,” said ODOT 
Public Information Officer 
Tom Strandberg. After the

to bond to the roadway, the 
loose m aterial w ill be 
broomed off. “This typically 
happens in the early morning 
hours, so we really need 
people to pay extra attention 
and slow down along this 
highway section.”

Chip seal operations 
include the application of 
emulsified oil and graded 
aggregate to help extend the 
useful life of the existing 
road surface.
