District has fewer students than expected

Morrow County
School District
Superintendent Mark

Burrows told the board, at
their regular meeting
Monday night at Heppner
High School, that the
district’s student population
is down around 50 less
students than anticipated.

Burrows said that
the student population at
Sam Boardman Elementary
is down, after consistently
growing for several years.
He also said that the
alternative  education
program attendance is also
down, but added that later
growth is typical and
expected.

According to
enrollment figures on Sept.
12: Heppner Elementary
School (kindergarten though

sixth grade) reported
enrollment of 193 students;
Heppner High School

(seventh through 12") had an
enrollment of 232; Sam
Boardman Elementary (k-
fourth), 424; Windy River
Elementary (fifth-sixth),
Boardman, 154; Riverside
High School (seventh-12"),

458; A.C. Houghton
Elementary (pre-k-fourth),
Irrigon, 333: Irrigon

Elementary (fifth-sixth),
133; Irrigon High School,
(seventh-12"), 296; district
total, 2239,

Actual attendance
on Sept. 12 was somewhat
lower: HES-190; HHS-224;
SBE-400; WRE-149; RHS-
450; ACH-311; 1IES-131;
[HS-259; district total-2140.

Burrows also
