Sumner that some fire
fighters are not living up to
their responsibilities, such as
attending regular meetings,
and he said that he may not
allow some to remain on the
department.

-approved purchase
of one load of gravel or $200
worth of gravel, whichever
1s less.

-discussed the
town’s lack of snow removal
equipment.

-received report
from Christmas-lighting
chair Mindy Wilson, who
reported that two more
categories had been added to
the contest. She said she had
received donations and was
hoping to add more prizes.

-authorized Clement
to apply to the bank for a
credit card, which will make
ordering supplies and
equipment easier.

-postponed a
decision on what to do with
the old telephone building
after the issue has been
advertised in the newspaper.
If no one comes forth, the
wood in the building could
be used for salvage or the
building could be destroyed.

-approved a solution
to a dispute concerning
water at a residence shut off
in error. The council agreed
to delete the carrying of $34
in exchange for liability in the
water turn off.
