lone School District
Administrator Bryn
Browning told the ISD

Board, at their regular
meeting Jan. 17, that the
district has received

notification of nearly $8000
in federal title funds for the
2005-06 year.

Browning said that
the district received $5,042
for Title 1A/D for prevention
and intervention programs
for neglected, delinquent o
at-risk youth. The district
will use this money for their
CAMP 5 program supplies
and the coordinator’s-extra
duty contract. CAMP 5 1s an
age-appropriate activily
program held at the school
on one or two Fridays a
month
groups. The district plans to
carry over two thirds of the
funds in hopes of continuing
the program in 2006-07.

The district received
$1,901 for Title II-A,
preparing, training
recrutting high quality
teachers and principals. They
will use some of the funds for
a fall speaker.

Other utle funds
include: Title V, $359 for
promoting parental choices
and innovative programs,
which will be used for their
‘Read-n-Play’ program for
preschool children for 06-07;
Title 11D, $90, use not
