Morrow County School District blocks MySpace.com
M orrow C ounty 

School D istric t w ill be 
notifying parents this week 
about the dangers and 
consequences of web-based 
blog sites such as 
M ySpace.com. Although 
M orrow C ounty School 
District embraces the use, 
education and application of 
technology both in and out 
of the classroom , recent 
events w arrant parent 
notification and student and 
parent education on the 
matter.

C urrent press 
coverage on local broadcast 
television and across the 
nation has raised the level of 
concern over student safety 
and code o f conduct 
v io la tions over online 
blogging. In an effort to 
deter such behavior during 
school hours, M orrow 
County School District has 
b locked access to 
MySpace.com on all school 
computers using Websense© 
internet filtering software. 
Administrators are in the 
process of developing an 
instructional plan to educate

and warn students of the 
potential dangers, online 
etiquette and consequences 
o f inappropria te  online 
behavior. S tudents and 
parents alike must realize 
that student code of conduct 
in frac tions, including  
alcohol/d rug  v io lations, 
bullying and harassment, 
may affect eligibility and 
violate local and state laws.

M ySpace.com , a 
web-based blog site hosts 
over 43 million users and 
grows at a rate of 160,000 
additional users every day. It 
a llow s people to create 
personal profile pages with 
the advertised purpose of 
“allowing users a free way to 
keep up with friends and 
make new ones." Users may 
post photos, video clips and 
personal information on their 
sites. Although seemingly 
harm less, it has been 
reported by law enforcement 
officials as a potential haven 
for sexual predators, on-line 
bullying and explicit violence 
and sexual content. 
Although many users don’t 
post identifiable information

like home addresses, 
p redators can use 
information like their age, 
school they attend, their job 
and posted pictures to track 
down their victim s. 
MySpace.com, owned by 
Rupert Murdoch of News 
Corp (parent to Fox News) 
claims that members must be 
at least 14 years old. 
H ow ever, there is no 
enforcement or screening 
mechanism on the site. Jeff 
G reen, a detective with 
Clackamas County's Child 
Abuse Team, suggests that if 
parents are going to allow 
their ch ild ren  to use 
M ySpace.com  and other 
related sites that they closely 
examine what is on their 
child's page and ask for their 
log in and password so they 
can continually monitor their 
site.

Many web blogs 
such as MySpace.com claim 
that th e ir users may 
“privatize" their accounts, 
only allowing access to those 
they "invite” in. However,
