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Lexington hears cable TV
proposal from WindWave

The Lexington Town
Council, at their regular
meeting May 9, heard a
proposal from WindWave
Technologies, Inc., to offer
cable television services for
the town. Nate Arbogast and
Tom Rawlins of WindWave
presented a package which
would offer Lexington
residents the first 25
channels from the current
Heppner TV system for
$25.50 per month. Arbogast
said that Lexington residents
could receive HBO for an
additional $11 monthly fee.
According to WindWave,
“channels over 25 will not
perform satisfactorily on the
Lexington system because of
bandwidth  restriction
issues.”

Currently, Heppner
subscribers can receive 34
channels for $37.50.

The 25 channels
include 2-KATU (ABC-
Portland); 3-public access;
4-KEPR-19 (CBS
Washington): 5-Spike; 6-
KOIN (CBS-Portland); 14-
Sci-Fi; 15-TNT; 16-VHI;
17-UPN (Portland); 18-
CNN: 19-WGN:  20-
Discovery; 21-A&E: 22-
WTBS: 7-HBO; 8- KGW
(NBC-Portland): 9-Disney:
10-KOPB (PBS-Portland);
11-ABC Family: 12-FOX 12
(Portland; they don’t receive
FOX 49 from the Tri-Cities);

13-ESPN; 23-USA: 24-
KVEW-42 (ABC-
Washington): and 15-
KNDU-25 (NBC-
Washington).

Twelve of the

proposed channels were not
available on the current
system, which offered 12
channels for $15 with an
additional cost for HBO.

The Lexington
proposal also offers 15 local
FM stations and the
Emergency Alert System to
Lexington customers at no
additional cost.

WindWave's
proposal also stipulated that
they take over all assets

associated with the

abandonment of the plant of

the city of Lexington but

would not take any
liability on the open line
system and asks that the city
of Lexington remove those
facilities within 12 months.
WindWave would reserve a
| 2-month option on the
return of the TV plant in total
to the city of Lexington.
Arbogast said that
WindWave was “willing to
