This will be the 
58th uninterrupted fireworks 
at dusk in lone.

Rietmann is from a 
longtime lone family. His 
grandparents came from 
Illinois in 1885. They took a 
train to San Francisco, then 
a boat to Seattle, (where it 
was too rainy) then a wagon 
to Walla Walla. They learned 
that land was available near 
lone to homestead. They 
picked land with a spring, 
but it soon dried up.

She 
passed away in 2004. She 
was a hom em aker and 
mother and was well known 
for her baking of wheat 
products. Rietmann still 
bakes his own bread from

Vera's recipes.
Wayne and Vera had 

two children. Eddy and Len. 
Eddy and his wife Becky 
have an 18-month-old son. 
(Calvin. They reside on the 
fam ily farm -R ietm ann 
Homestead Farm. Len lives 
in Pendleton. Wayne is 
retired, but helps Eddy out 
w ith farming when needed.

Nelson, Papineau 
appointed to Lex Council

Jim Nelson and Jay 
Papineau were appointed to 
the Lexington Town Council 
and sworn in as council 
members by Mayor Valerie 
D oherty at the regular 
meeting held June 13.

Nelson and
Papineau's council terms, 
along with the terms of the 
remaining council members, 
Jean Brazell and Beverly 
S teagall, will be up for 
election in November.

Also at the meeting, 
the council adopted a 
$273,933 budget for the 
2006-07 year with a 
correction.

In other business, the 
council:

-discussed a request 
to add water service to a 
property and stressed that 
what the town provides for 
one resident, it must provide 
for others, also taking into 
consideration the tow n's 
comprehensive plan.

-voted to accept 
$1066 in revenue sharing 
funds and to place the 
monies in the general fund.

-authorized Morrow 
County to invest Lexington's 
water bond monies.

- p r e s e n t e d  
Lexington Fire Chief Charlie 
Sumner w ith a plaque for his 
“many years of service and 
many acts of community 
se rv ice .” He was also 
presented caps for 
Lexington Volunteer Fire 
Department members.

-named 'C ' Street as 
the street designated for

upgrading with ODOT 
funds.

-approved the use of 
city hall for A lcoholics 
Anonymous meetings once 
or twice a week, barring any 
scheduling conflicts.

-approved a one- 
year agreem ent with 
WindWave Communications 
to provide television service 
to Lexington residents. Prior 
to WindWave taking over, 
the town had faced increased 
costs, failing equipment and 
exorbitant FCC fees with the 
previous cable television 
system. The new system will 
provide more offerings to 
residents.

-approved $250 to 
send the town recorder to a 
workshop in Portland on 
state payroll issues.

-heard maintenance 
and w ater reports and 
discussed an alarm system to 
alert city officials when the 
town well becom es 
dangerously low. The town 
has applied for a grant to 
fund the alarm system.

-authorized funds for 
payment to Sam Bellamy 
w ith Lexington Pump to pull 
a pump at the airport well 
and scope it out with a 
cam era to determ ine 
whether the well could be 
rehabilitated.

-approved engaging 
Barnett & Moro as town 
auditor.

-agreed to a request 
for grading and gravel for ‘F’ 
Street as m aintenance 
personnel has time.

New cabins for rent are being installed at OHV Park
C abins may be 

rented year-round through 
the Morrow County Public 
Works D epartm ent by 
calling  989-9500 or by 
v i s i t i n g  
www.nK)m)wcountyparks.org. 
The rental fee is $37.50 per 
night. A nim als are not 
allowed in the cabins.

Other progress has 
been being made at the Park.

Five cabins have 
been installed at the OHV 
Park and are available to 
rent. The one-room cabins 
w ill sleep four people 
comfortably and come with 
several amenities including, 
water and power, a deck 
with barbecue, fire rings and 
picnic tables. Restrooms are 
located nearby the cabins.
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with the help of 50 National 
Guard m em bers from 
Albany. The Guard is 
spending their two-week 
annual training building a 
sewer lagoon system so that 
restroom facilities can be 
installed at the Park. They 
began June 10 and will leave 
June 22. They have been 
bivouacked at Anson Wright 
Park
