option tax for operations.

Of the $5.9 million, 
$3 ,267,855 goes for 
personnel serv ices; 
$ 1,603,733 for materials and 
serv ices; $579,403 for

Their 
agreement with the RNs also 
includes paym ent for 
overtime for over 12-1/2 
hours per day, rather than 
over 40 hours per week, as

per the previous agreement. 
Rhea said that a fter 
investigation she discovered 
that most other hospitals she 
contacted pay overtime after 
12-1/2 hours per day.

At Rhea’s request, 
the district also approved 
spending $1,500 to pay for 
partic ipa tion  in a state- 
m andated, but not state- 
funded O regon Patient 
Safety C om m ission 
reporting program.
