On Friday, July 28, at 
5:15 p.m., the completed 
brick feature at the Morrow 
C ounty A gricu ltu ral 
Museum in Heppner will be 
officially presented to the 
public.

The commemorative 
bricks honor persons, 
fam ilies and businesses 
rep resen ta tive  o f all 
communities and regions of 
Morrow County. Among the 
205 bricks, are names from 
previous generations as well 
as contem porary names,

agricultural family names 
both present and from the 
past, businesses from 
another era and businesses of 
today.

Purchases of the 
bricks contributed about 
one-fourth of the funding 
needed to complete the third 
phase of the murals, the 
segm ent portray ing  the 
county's sheep industry and 
the railroad enterprise.

P lacem ent o f the

Two more drug- 
involved arrests 
made

Ronald Zachary 
W halen, 20, and Aaron 
Lueck, 21, were arrested by 
Morrow County Sheriff's 
Office on Tuesday, July 18, 
after grand jury indictments 
for unlawful delivery of 
m arijuana to a minor, 
frequenting a place where 
controlled substances are 
used and endangering the 
welfare of a minor. Both 
were lodged at Um atilla 
County Jail, but have since 
been released.

The indictm ents 
came from an investigation 
by Morrow County Sheriff's 
Office, which stemmed from 
the arrest of an 18-year-old 
Heppner man for numerous 
drug and sex-related charges 
involving a 14-year-old.

While each case is 
individual, they have all 
“come out o f the same 
investigation." said Gilliam 
County District Attorney 
Marion Weatherford.

W eatherford  is 
p rosecuting  the cases 
because Morrow County 
DA David C. Allen recused 
himself due to a conflict. 
Weatherford said that the 
Umatilla County DA also 
had a conflict.

Three other arrests 
were made as a result of the 
investigation.

M orrow County 
Sheriff Ken Matlack said 
early in the investigation that 
a variety o f drugs were 
involved, including 
m arijuana, cocaine and 
m etham phetam ine and 
added that not all of those 
charged were involved with 
all of the types of drugs.
