The board opted to
close the [N'n-l! alter Labor
Day to determine the cause
of the problem, instead of
keeping it open until the
original closure date ol
September 30.They usually
keep the pool open so that
students could use it during
school. Browning said they
hoped to get problems
resolved quickly, so they

could open as soon as

possible in June. They
weren't able to open the pool
until July 4 this year

Also at the meeting,
the board began deliberating
regulations which could
restrict or ban students from
driving to school.

seatbelts. Violation of these
regulations  will be
considered reckless driving.

For the first minor
driving violation, the student
will be issued a warning and
a letter will be sent to his
parents. For the second
violation, the student will
lose driving privileges for at
least a week. A first violation
for recklessness will result in
driving
privileges for at least two

suspension of
weeks.,

Students will also be
reminded that they need to
“model conscientious and
behavior for . the
younger students.”

ISD at the beginning of each
school year Lo review the
students’ individual
education plans and
determine the special
education weighting (an
Oregon State Department of
Education formula which
determines much
additional state monies a
school receives, depending
on the number of special ed
students), based on services
that lone provides. ISD will
bill MCSD for the special ed
weighting, based on the
services it provides.

Also within the
agreement, lone will assist in
Child Find services, MCSD
will work with lone to
schedule and notify parents
or guardians of [EP meetings
and Wilson or a
representative will be
present at all IEP meetings

lhe redesignation will also allow for a pedestrian
and bike lane on the road, as well as the installation of new
guard railing. “We sincerely hope that any inconvenience
to the motoring public will be offset by the increased safety,”

commented O Brien.
