In other business the coun-
cil heard from public works
director Brian Harmon, who
said the city could save up
to 513,500 per year by not
having to chlorinate its wa-
ter supply anymore. He said
the government monitors
water quality on a regular
basis and found the L'I['\‘\
water to be improving to the
point of no longer needing
the chlorination.

Harmon also discussed the
fuzzy water” with the
council.

Who gets ‘Tippage Fees” to
be on May ballot

Proponents of a plan to

take “tippage” money from
Morrow County Govern-
ment, and redistribute the

fees to the five cities in the
county, fulfilled their prom-
1se last Thursday and filed
a ballot measure to take the
Issue to the voters.
Heppner, lone, Lexing-
ton, Irngon and Boardman
joined together in January
to demand that the county
turn over the majority of the
tippage money generated by
the Finley Buttes landfill
I'he funds, which come from
fees levied on each ton of
garbage dumped, average
about $78.000 per month

and currently go directly

into the county general fund
'he cities say this is not
what was originally prom-
ised when the landfill was
constructed back in the 1992
and that they should get the
majority of the money.

In February the Mor-
row County court said no
to a demand by the cities
that the money allocation
be changed. “This money
goes 1o the county fund and
the county is going to keep
control of those funds
Commissioner John Wen-
holtz said at the time.

I'he cities had threatened
to take the issue to the voters
if the county declined their
