A teenager suspected
of street racing and causing
a crash that killed a mother
and her two children was
charged today with three
counts of murder, the district
attorney’s office said.

Robert Canizalez,
19, is scheduled to be ar-
raigned this afternoon in Los
Angeles County Superior
Court in El Monte. He is be-
ing held on $3-million bail.
Canizalez 1s alleged to have
driven a red Ford Mustang
that struck the car of Dora
Groce, killing the 41-year-
old EI Monte woman, her
son Robert, 8, and daugh-
ter Catherine, 4. The Gro-
ces were pulling out of the
Brookside Mobile Country
Club mobile home park onto
Elliott Avenue in their Nis-
san Altima about 5:40 p.m.
