Weed District edu­
cates class at IHS

There is a difference 
between nuisance weeds and 
noxious weeds, and there are 
efforts to control the growth 
o f  both  ty p es  in M orrow  
County.

A noxious w eed is 
defined as an exotic plant 
species that may render land 
unfit for ag ricu ltu re , fo r­
estry, livestock, w ildlife or 
o ther uses. M orrow County 
w eed district advisor, Dave 
Pranger said this past M on­
day as he was speaking to 
the crop  and soil sc ience  
class at lone High School. 
N ox ious w eeds a lso  m ay 
harm native plant com m uni­
ties, he added. There are a 
num ber o f  plant species that 
are listed as noxious weeds 
by the state D epartm ent o f  
A griculture. They fall into 
three categories: those that 
a re  c u rre n tly  e s ta b lish e d  
and generally  w idespread, 
w eeds recently  introduced 
o r rap id ly  sp read ing , and 
those that have not yet been 
found or are found only in 
small, scattered infestations. 
Mr. P ranger helped  guide 
students into paying m ore 
a ttention to w h a t’s around 
them. “ I appreciated the time 
Mr. Pranger took to speak to 
our class, answ er our ques­
t io n s , an d  g i ve  us  som e 
hand-outs that we could use 
at hom e,” said sen io r Kip 
Krebs. “ I will use this infor­
mation on our family ranch.”

It is estim ated that noxious 
weeds cost the state o f  O r­
egon well over $83 billion 
dollars a year in eradication 
and control efforts. Pranger 
su g g e s te d  that  he wo u l d  
p re fe r  b io lo g ica l co n tro l 
over anything else sim ply 
because  i t ’s good  for the 
environm ent and it’s good 
for the bo ttom  line for a

landow ners pocket book.
P ranger said  th ere  

are five basic control m eth­
ods used for weeds in M or­
row County: chem ical, cu l­
tural, biological, mechanical 
and education and preven­
tion. Each can play a sig ­
nificant role in the control 
o f  non-native and invasive 
w eeds species. Landowners 
can contact the weed district 
for assistance . “ I t’s about 
the econom ic threshold for 
a landow ner,” Pranger said. 
“At w hat point does a weed 
affect your bottom  line?”
