Also, 
they gave four $250 schol­
arships to Riverside High 
School students in the 2007 
graduating class.

This past year, the 
Club was asked to provide 
the meals for three funeral 
luncheons. They also pro­
vided volunteers and/or 
refreshments for the Inland 
Northwest Musicians Con­
cert, the 4th o f July Bingo,

Halloween Party, and the 
Community Tree Lighting.

The final event for 
the club was presenting  
the Sam Boardman E le ­
mentary School Teachers 
with $10,000. During the 
school's W inter Concert, 
T illic u m  C lub members 
presented Principal Johnson 
with an oversized check 
representing the donation 
to the teachers. The money 
was awarded to the Tillicum  
Club from a grant through 
the Morrow County Needs 
and Issues program.
