
Missing lone child found deceased
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On March 2 at ap­
proximately 2 p.m. the Mor­
row County Sheriff's Office 
received a report that Noah 
Burke, a four year old au­
tistic boy, was missing from 
72604 Highway 71 in lone. 
This residence is located 10 
miles south of Interstate 84 
on State Highway 74.

The mother stated 
that Noah had been outside 
playing in the yard and that 
she had seen him three min­
utes before she had noticed 
he was gone. She called 911

and units responded to the 
residence. A ground search 
was initiated supported by a 
private aircraft.

At 5:47 p.m. a cow ­
boy boot that was confirmed 
as belonging to the victim 
was located next to Willow 
Creek. The search concen­
trated on the banks of the 
creek for five m iles up­
stream and two miles down­
stream. The creek banks 
were searched a number of 
times in both directions.

Later in the evening 
the search efforts were aug­
mented by two National 
Guard helicopters out of 
Portland. The search con­
tinued until around 1 a.m.

on M onday. The search 
resumed at first light. At the 
peak, there were betw een 80 
and 100 persons involved in 
the search.

At 9:35 a.m . on 
Tuesday. March 3, one of the 
National Guard helicopters 
observ ed a blue object in the 
water 2.5 miles downstream 
from the residence. Ground 
units arrived and assisted 
the helicopter crewman in 
retriev ing the body of Noah 
Burke.

Oregon Army Na­
tional G uard , U m atilla 
County S heriff’s O ffice, 
Gilliam County Sheriff’s 
Office, Oregon State Police,

Morrow County Health Dis­
trict, PGE Fire Brigade, lone 
Fire Department, Heppner 
Fire Department, Lexing­
ton Fire Department, The 
Red Cross and numerous 
businesses and individuals 
helped with the search.

A fund has been set 
up for the Kenneth Burke 
family at the Bank of East­
ern Oregon in memory of 
Noah. Donations can be 
made at any BEO branch.
