School district updates polncnes for
cell phone use, cyber bullying

Cell phone use and
cyber-bullying policies were
the hot topics for the Mor-
row County School Board
meeting Monday night at

C. Houghton Elementary
in Irrigon.

I'he board approved
the first readings of the
policies which deal with
personal communication
devices and ““hazing/harass-
ment/intimidation/bullying
menacing”

Personal communi-
cation devices include cell
phones and pagers, PDAs
(personal digital assistants),
laptop computers, walkie-
talkies, portable radios and
portable scanning devices.

According to the policy, cell
phones and pagers must be
turned off during instruc-
tional or class time, dur-
ing passing times between
classes and at any other
time when use of the device
would cause disruption of
school activities. Camera
phones must not be used to
take photos or videos while
on district property or when
the student is eng
school sponsored activities
unless authorized in advance
by the building principal or
other designated authority.

the district did not just ban
cell phones completely from
