According to the
Morrow County Sheriff’s
Office, Robert Ray Grind-
staff, 37, was arrested for
rape, among other charges,
on June 30. Grindstaff is a
corrections officer at Two
Rivers Correctional Insti-
tute.

On June 28, MCSO
received a report from a fe-
male citizen who stated that
her tires had been slashed
the night of June 27. After

an investigation, Grindstaff

was arrested on June 29,
by MCSO for Criminal
Mischief III for slashing

the victim’s tires. Grindstaff

was cited to appear in Ir-
rigon Justice Court on July
26, 2010.

On June 30, the
same female citizen called
911 to report that her ex-
fiancé had just held a pistol

to her head and assaulted
her. During the assault a
struggle ensued and the
weapon discharged inside
the residence.

Deputy Lehman
with the Morrow County
Sheriff’s Office responded
to the scene with cover
units from the Oregon State
Police, Boardman Police
Department, and Umatilla
Police Department. The
suspect, Grindstaff, had
left the scene and returned
to his home in Irrigon.
All responding units made
contact with him at his resi-
dence and he was taken into
custody without incident.

Grindstaff. who is
employed with the Oregon
Department of Corrections
as a corrections officer at
Two Rivers Correctional

Institute, was lodged at the
Umatilla County Jail on the
following charges: Rape
[ (x2), Unlawful Sexual
Penetration, Sodomy I (x2),
Menacing (x2), Harass-
ment (x2), Tampering with
Physical Evidence, Point-
ing Firearm at Another
(x2), Unlawful Possession
of a Firearm, Burglary I,
Coercion, Recklessly En-
dangering Another Person
(x2), Assault IV-Domestic
Violence, Strangulation and
Attempted Assault 1. Bail
was set at $356,500.

Rusty Glen Har-
ley, 34, was also arrested
and lodged at the Umatilla
County Jail on charges of
lampering with Evidence,
Hindering Prosecution, and
Offensive Littering with a
bail of $15,000.,

School district budget up over $3.2 million

The Morrow Coun-
ty School District 2010-
11 budget is 'up over $3.2
million over last year's
budget, according to the
district’s financial sum-
mary. Total requirements
for the upcoming year are
at $32,048,381 compared
to $28,763,539 last year.
Required resources, not
including taxes, are up over
$2.5 million to $25,173.098
for the upcoming year,
compared to $22,619.906
last year. Property taxes
required to balance the
budget for 2010-11 are
up over $731 thousand
from $6,143,633 last year

to $6.875,283 this year.
l'he permanent tax rate is
$4.0342 per thousand valu-
ation, with the local option
levy at $1 per thousand. The
levy for payment of bonded
debt is $2,207.666, up from
$1,351,193.

[otal instruction
is up over $140 thousand.
from $13.704,353 last year
to $13,844,465 this year.
Support services are up
over $1.7 million from
$9.039,375t0510,774,786.
Total enterprise and com-
munity services is up
over $75 thousand, from
$1,049.560 to $1,124.730
this year. Total other uses,

including debt service and
transfers, are up over $460
thousand from $3,618,251
to $4.078.400. Facilities ac
quisition was not funded this
year or last. The contingen-
cy fund is up $220 thousand
from $500.000 to $720.000
Other expenditures and re-
quirements are up over $_

million from $27.911,539
to $30.542,381. Total unap-
propriated or ending fund
balance is up over $650
thousand from $852,000
to $1.506.000, in the event
that the district is required
to make additional budget

cuts.
