to bring the lone charter’s 
policies in line with lone’s 
district policies and the 
state.

Archer 
pointed out that, in conflict 
with current policy, the 
school must take new stu­
dents at any time, not just 
at semesters as with regular

Archer and Mul­
vihill also told the board 
that the lone Schools cur­
rently do not have adequate 
custodial and maintenance 
employees. They said that 
administration has been 
taking care of a lot of those 
issues and suggested that 
lone Schools work with 
the ESD in contracting with 
neighboring districts, such 
as Pendleton, for mainte­
nance and custodial du­
ties, or hire the duties out 
and then build those de­
partments into next year’s 
budget.

Mulvihill also told 
the board that the ESD will 
bring the board a proposal 
concerning ESD services 
and costs to the board iff 
February for renewal or 
non-renewal by the board 
in March.
