DA seeks info on shooting death
Morrow County 

District Attorney Justin 
Nelson issued a press re­
lease December 23 con­
cerning the investigation 
of a death of a teenager on 
December 18.

“The investigation 
o f a 16-year-old Board- 
man youth that was shot 
and killed Saturday night

is continuing to progress," 
said Nelson. “While the 
case is still in the investiga­
tion stage, inv estigators are 
following up leads as they 
come in.”

Nelson said that the 
Major Crimes team asks 
anyone w ith information on 
the case to contact the Mor­
row County Sheriff's Office

Communications Center, 
541-676-5317. He said 
that the information will be 
passed on to the investiga­
tors of the Major Crimes 
Team., which consists of 
city, county, state and tribal 
law enforcement profes­
sionals from both Umatilla 
and Morrow counties as 
well as the DA's office.
