The Morrow Coun­
ty Court met on October 
26 in Heppner with Judge 
Tallman and Commissioner 
Grieb in attendance.

The court reviewed 
and approved the minutes 
of Oct. 19, 2011. The court 
also reviewed and approved 
account payables in the net 
amount of $55,172.05.

CSEPP transfers: 
The following equipment 
transfers were signed by 
Judge Tallman: Sirens, 
which includes: wind moni­
tors, radio modules, sen­
sors, antenna and solar pan­
els; and Met Towers, which 
includes: wind monitors, 
radio modules, sensors,

solar shields, antenna and 
solar panels.

Planning Dept.: 
Planning Director Carla 
McLane read the follow­
ing order by title: An Order 
Affirming on Remand from 
the Land Use Board of 
Appeals Conditional Use 
Permit to Allow Develop­
ment of Love’s Travel Stops 
and Country Stores in the 
Airport Approach Zone and 
Allow a Truck Tire Repair 
Facility. The court adopt­
ed the order as presented. 
McLane read two times 
the following ordinance by 
title: An Ordinance Adopt­
ing a Limited Use Overlay 
and Affirming on Remand 
from the Land Use Board 
of Appeal Approvals to Al­
low Development of Love’s

Travel Stops and Country 
Stores. This was approved 
as an emergency based on 
the county’s needs under 
Goal 8.

The court conduct­
ed the following business: 
The court reviewed and 
signed a letter of support 
regarding the Wallowa 
County Amicus Curiae 
Brief regarding wolf dep­
redation to livestock. They 
also approved the payment 
of $500 from the court’s 
discretionary fund to help 
support Wallowa County 
and other eastern counties 
with legal expenses. Then 
they reviewed and approved 
a request from Commission 
on Children and Families 
to increase their credit card 
limit to $2,000. The in-
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crease is needed to assist 
in the payment of items for 
the “Backpack Program.” 
Then they reviewed a letter 
from Community Counsel­
ing Solutions regarding 
the vacation of the office 
space they were renting in 
Boardman. The court re­
viewed and signed a letter 
of support for the Hermis- 
ton Agricultural Research 
and Extension Center to 
allow changing antiquated 
language regarding changes 
to the facility. Then they 
reviewed and supported a 
letter for county residents 
regarding the discontinua­
tion of the tone alert radios. 
Copies of two tax foreclo­
sure deeds were reviewed. 
The court appointed Sylvia 
Sandford to the Morrow 
Co. Fair Board.

cussed upcoming meet­
ings.
