Funding in place for Irrigon
Clinic remodel

Morrow County Health
District CEO  Michael
Blauer and Chief Financial
Officer Nicole Mahoney
told the board, at their
regular meeting Monday
night at Pioneer Memorial
Hospital, that the $275,000
required to fund the Irrigon
Chinic remodel is now in
place.

Mahoney said that the
Meyer Memorial Trust
has donated $47,500
towards the project, along
with  Good  Shepherd
Community Hospital and
the Ford Foundation, which
have each contributed
$25,000, and

Eastern Oregon, which

Bank of

donated $2,500. MCHD
had earmarked $25.000
toward the project and

will borrow $75,000 each
from BEO and the Morrow
Equity Fund to complete
the funding formula.
Blauer commented that
the support the district has
received for this project
has been “wonderful.”
Board Chair Larry Mills
suggested that a plaque be
made honoring the donors.

Mills remarked
that with the district’s
current healthy cash flow,
MCHD might want to
pay down some other
loans, particularly the
district’s current USDA
loan. However Blauer

and Mahoney pointed out
some expensive projects
that the district will have
to undertake in the near
future, including upgrades
to the hospital’s financial
electronic medical records
system which will range
from around $100,000 to
$180,000, and an electronic
records upgrade to the
clinic, in the neighborhood
of $154,000, depending
on  negotiations  with
Healthland, the electronic
medical records company.
Mahoney said that the
total cost of the electronic
medical records system,
mandated by the federal
government, will be over
