Heppner boys take Hoop classic from Cardinals in hard-fought match
The young Heppner 

H ig h  S c h o o l b o y s ’ 
basketball team continues 
to play well and improve 
as the season goes on. 
They lost a close game 
in Imbler last Tuesday, 
but came back strong to 
win the championship of 
the Heppner Hoop Classic 
played this weekend.

Against Imbler, the 
Mustangs led after one 
quarter o f play 15-12. 
They then trailed 27-22 
at halftime. Strong play 
and good shooting gave 
the Mustangs their 40-39 
lead after three quarters. 
Heppner was then outscored 
16-9 in the final frame to 
give Imbler the win by a 
score of 55-49.

C o a c h  J e r e m y  
Rosenbalm said, “This 
was a good test for the 
boys and we just didn’t 
execute down the stretch 
and didn't take advantage 
of our opportunities.”

Patrick C ollins led 
the team in scoring with 
17. Brian Rill had 12 and 
Logan Grieb nine. Andrew 
Hatfield scored five and 
CJ Kindle followed with 
four. JC Putman had two 
points in the game. Collins 
hauled down 13 rebounds 
and Grieb followed with 
eight. Grieb had four assists 
for the game and Rill three 
steals.

The M ustangs next 
played and defeated the 
Arlington Honkers by a 
score of 64-40. Heppner 
jumped out to a quick lead 
and never looked back. 
They led at halftime by a 
score of 37-20, and 53-23 
after three quarters.

Logan Grieb goes up for the ball against an Arlington player 
as Patrick Collins anil J.C. Putman look on. -( 'ontributed photo
Collins led the team in 
scoring with 13 each. Grieb 
was next with 10. Rill, 
Hatfield and JC Putman 
each scored six points and 
Weston Putman and Ross 
Cutsforth followed with 
three each. Kindle and fate 
Gentry rounded out the 
scoring with two points 
each. Collins grabbed 12 
rebounds and JC Putman 
had 10. Kindle hauled in 
eight rebounds and had 
four assists in the game. 
Grieb, Rill and Hatfield all 
contributed two assists on 
the night.

On Saturday night 
the Mustangs faced the 
lone C ard inals in the 
championship game of the 
Hoop Classic. Heppner 
won the game by the score 
of 67-62. The Mustangs 
shot the ball well early 
and jumped out to a 23-16

lead after one quarter. Both 
teams scored 14 points in 
the second quarter and it 
was 37-30 at halftime, lone 
outscored Heppner 32-30 
in the second half, but it 
wasn’t enough to catch the 
Mustangs.

Leading the way for 
H ep p ner w as P atrick  
Collins with 21 points, 23 
rebounds and five assists. 
Freshman Logan Grieb 
followed with 16 points, six 
rebounds and five assists. 
JC Putman had 12 points, 
four rebounds and two 
assists on the night. Jesse 
Corbin had five points and 
Brian Rill had four points, 
four rebounds, four assists 
and four steals. Andrew 
Hatfield also scored four 
points, CJ Kindle had three 
and Ross Cutsforth two.

T his w eekend the 
Mustangs open up league 
play with the Stanfield 
Tigers coming to town on 
Friday night. They will 
then travel to Pilot Rock 
on Saturday to take on the 
Rockets.

It went down to the wire- 
it was anybody’s game. 
Arlington is always tough. 
This was a good win for 
lone.”

On F rid ay  at the 
Heppner Hoop Classic, the 
lone girls played Crane, 
losing 33-50. On Saturday, 
they played A rlington, 
winning 50-13, to secure 
third place in the tourney.

The lone boys played 
Crane during their Friday 
matchup, winning 87-64. 
On Saturday, they were 
in the final matchup with 
Heppner for the tournament 
championship. lone lost in 
the final moments by a few 
points, making the final 
score 67-62.
