H ave th e  floo rs of th e  houses well 
bedded w ith  som e lig h t li tte r , so 
th a t the  b iddies will be induced to 
scra tch , and  th u s  w arm  up th e ir  
bodies these  cold, fro sty  m ornings.

D rafts  in th e  ch ick en s’ houses a re  
m ore d angerous w hen th e  fow ls a re  
qu ie t on th e  roost th a n  w hen they 
a re  s t ir r in g  a ro u n d  d u rin g  th e  day; 
but a cold a ir  c u rre n t sw eeping 
th ro u g h  th e  house is a  bad th in g  a t 
any tim e.

As th e  cold w inds com e, it is no­
ticed th a t the  flocks do not ta k e  so 
wide a ran g e  as they  did in m ilder 
w eather, bu t. in s tead , cong rega te  in 
the co rn e rs  and along th e  fences in 
the p a s tu re s , w here they  can get th e  
benefit of th e  w arm  sun, and a t the 
sam e tim e  be sh ielded  from  th e  raw  
winds.
