The O utlook w ea ther record for 

Ja n u a ry , w hile not as com plete as 
we desired  to  m ake it, reveals sev­
e ra l in te re s tin g  facts, not so much 
so to  us as to  o u r re ad e rs  in o th e r 
localities and especially  in th e  E ast.

Not 
coun ting  th e  snow, th e re  have been 
only ab o u t e ig h t ra iny  days d u ring  
th e  m onth  of Jan u a ry .
