O. A. C. Short Course. 
Beginning yesterday the 17th an­

nual session of the w inter short 
course at the Oregon A gricultural 
college opened for four weeks' work 
which will include 11 courses of 
study. Last year over 1,600 peo­
ple attended these courses from ev­
ery county in Oregon, 15 other 
states, and four foreign countries.

The visitors represented twenty- 
seven different vocations, including 
farm ers, stockmen, orchardists, lum ­
bermen, gardeners, bookkeepers, 
dairym en, carpenters, beekeepers, 
pharm acists, m erchants and profes­
sional men.

Foster Road a Street.
It is planned to m ake the Foster 

road, which extends through the 
southeast side and Mount Scott 
districts from the Powell Valley 
road, a wide highway as far as East 
72nd street. The Mount Scott line 
occupies a strip  along the south side 
of this road, and through the work 
of the Mount Scott club, the P ort­
land Railway Light & Power com­
pany has agreed to move its tracks 
to the center of the street. This 

, plan will result in m aking the srteet 
about 80 feet wide between the 
Powell Valley road and E ast 72nd 
street. This space includes the bu. 
iness section of this district. The 
Foster road is one of the highways 
provided for In the Bennett plans 
and according to  these plans the 
road will be extended to a connection 
with the E ast Burnside street line, 
but w hether it is to extend beyond 
tbq Powell Valley road or not, the 
plan calls for a highway tow ard the 
southeast. It extends through Lents 
and on to Sycamore station  through 
a finely settled territory .

I orvallis will have a connection 
with tlio Oregon Electric railway by 
April, according to present plans. A 
branch will be built from the main 
line, crossing on a new county bridge 
to be built over the W illam ette river
