Mrs. Stocker haB not confined her 
attention alone to jellies but is now 
filling an order for 125 dozen pint 
Jars of green tom ato pickles. She 
hopes to be in a position another 
year to use not only fruits in their 
season but vegetables as well.

All these plans however hinge on 
the possibility of obtaining a su it­
able location for her plant and the 
proper equipm ent. R ight here is 
where the Commercial club or the 
Women's club or both of them com­
bined can help. A lthough this is a 
private concern, If present plans are 
carried out It will mean the em ploy­
ment of several persons at the very 
beginning, with unlimited possibili­
ties for the future. It will mean an 
easily reached market for much of 
the fruit and vegetables that would 
otherw ise go to waste and would In- 

uce the grow ing of more o f these 
com m odities. In view of these facts 
every encouragem ent ought to be 
given to the enterprise. At one 
tim e a free site  for a factory was o f­
fered. Where is the site?  Is the 
offer s till open? If so would It ap­
ply to a proposition of th is kind? 
These are som e of the questions Mrs. 
Stocker is asking and which she asks 
the people of Gresham to help her 
answer.
