which are themselves com|s)sed of 
thousands of cherubs, Raphael's Ma­
donna di Saa Sisto, more commonly 
known as the Slstine Madonna, ranks, 
by universal consent, as the greatest 
painting 1* the world.

In the Virgin's arms there is the 
Christ Child, whose thoughtful eyes 
make it appear that he is fully con­
scious of his destiny as Saviour of the 
world. On either side St. Sixtus II. 
and St. Catherine kneel in adora- 
tlon of the queen of the heavens and 
the Christ Child. St. Catherine Is 
looking down at the two cherubs, which 
form the base of the picture and which 
are familiar In popular reproductions. 
Sixtus II. was bishop of Koine from 
237 to 258 A. D. and was martyred un­
der Valerian.

Kapbael Sanzlo or Santl was born 
in 1483. and this picture, his master­
piece. was completed two years before 
his death In 1520 Thus the artist was 
thirty live years old when the greatest 
picture of all times was completed It

startiug with Era Angelico, Era Bar­
tolommeo and others of the first paint­
ers in this period and reaching its 
height with the completion of the 
Slstine Madonna by Raphael.

This Madouna was painted as an altar 
piece for the church of San Sisto at 
Piacenza, in 1754 It was purchased by 
the elector Augustus III. from the 
Benedictine monastery and is now the 
property of the Royal gallery at Dres­
den.

Raphael, the artist, died of a fever at 
Rome when but thirty-seven years old. 
He was the son of an artist and studied 
at one time under Peruglno. In ISO* 
Raphael went to live In Florence, where 
most of his Madonnas were painted, 
ills fame rapidly spread until he was 
called to Rome to decorate the Vatican 
Toward the end of his life, about the 

i time the Siatine Madonna was com- 
pleted. the artist developed his own 
style and did his greatest work. Aside 
from his ability to paint Raphael was 
a talented architect

ARE RECALLED

Emerging from a back woods cat­
tle trail, with corduray plank on the 
highway and the steady ox team mak­
ing the trip to Portland to get our 
mail and buy a few necessary grocer­
ies, etc; and taking som e vegetables 
to market, a few dozen eggs and sev­
eral rolls of butter, topping off the 
load with a few thousand shingles to 
com plete a load for the city in 
change for other comm odities— only 
the early settlers can relate the d is­
advantage of hewing out a home in 
the timber, such as were conditions 
in those days. No luxuries those 
days, only necessities, to keep soul 
and body together. The men folks 
made hand-made shingles rainy days 
and when it was fair cleared land.

The women lent a helping hand by 
putting the baby in the wash tub and 
by help of the husband carried their 
precious first born to the clearing; 
where both were strenuously at work 
day by day, burning the huge trees 
to make ready a country we today en­
joy. The real log schoolhouse stood  
on the hill where the M ethodists had 
preaching once a w eek,if only a class 
m eeting. N othing was thought of 
going to church with a sun bonnet 
and  calico dress to adorn the body. 
Rather than puzzle mother's mind 
what to do for dressing the children  
(for there were many large fam ilies) 

mother wit would make a good 
pair of trousers and coat from dad’s 
old clothes and shoes also were made 
by mother from old boot tops and 
saddle girths. That was real inven­
tion.

As a careful observer we see 
where If people would be taught how 
to save the little  things, there would 
be no cry to high cost of living  
Keeping pace with the sty les is mak­
ing shipwrecks of many who can ill 
afford it.
